At Alveston we have 7 classes with 30 children in each. We are oversubscribed every year. Being
small has its advantages: we know every child, every family and they know us.

we teach the Whole child

At Alveston the team have always delivered an exciting curriculum across all subjects including for
example Humanities, Sports and the Arts. The curriculum is further enriched with visitors to
school, experiences and trips.

We are passionate about every child experiencing success during their primary school years.
Delivering real breadth in our curriculum and a depth of experience, children have the opportunity
to shine, to know what success feels like be that in reading, writing or maths or through Science,
Computing, the Arts or the sporting arena.

We teach differently. We teach children to look at the evidence, appraise it and form their own
views. Rather than develop children who are passive recipients of facts, we encourage them to be
independent thinkers. For example, we don’t just teach children who Boudicca was and what she
did; we ask children to appraise the evidence, form their opinions and debate if she was a freedom
fighter or a terrorist.

As a school we embrace and model Christian values in all that we do. We start each day with
Collective Worship. This not only provides quality reflection time but also a positive start for us all.
We focus on our school values, which we believe encompass all faiths:

Our Collective Worship sessions are led by all adults in the school, so children get to meet all the
teaching staff. In addition to this, Revd Linda MacDermott leads worship once each month and we
see Ed Goldsmith fortnightly to lead our singing practices. We also welcome other key members of
our church community to lead Collective Worships too. Every year, Key Stage 2 are led in a
Eucharist service, teaching them about each element and comparing and contrasting the Eucharist
to other religions.

Three times each year we all visit St James’ Church. Here the whole school celebrates Harvest,
Christingle and Easter with our families, friends and community. The children walk to church and
parents are welcome not only to attend these services but also to join us on this heartening walk.

In addition,
we are very proud of our purposefully landscaped and planted Forest School which we use through
all seasons and all weathers to provide outdoor learning opportunities for all children as they
progress through the school. With two qualified Forest School Leaders, we have an experienced, in-
house team to ensure the Forest School provision is maximised.

We support OUF family

We work alongside parents and carers to ensure every transition is smooth and we are always
available to discuss any concerns you may have.

Starting school is exciting but it can also be nerve wracking - not only for the children! Normally in
the summer term, we have an induction day when children visit for a morning or an afternoon. In
addition, there are two more settling in sessions in the summer term and a New Parents’ Evening
in June, when all information will be shared prior to the children starting. At the start of
September, our Reception team make a home visit before children attend.

Each Reception child is also given a Year 6 pupil buddy, who supports them through work and play.
With all this in place, children usually settle quickly into our family.
